	Risks

	
 Hazards cannot be eliminated completely and continue to present a risk even when control measures have been implemented, we therefore anticipate that the following types of injury are possible:

· Cuts, burns, and scalds from kitchen activity. 

· Impact, injury from animals colliding with persons. 

· Collison injuries from vehicle to vehicle, or vehicle to person incidents. 

· Medical incident of cardiac arrest / stroke based upon customer profile. 

· Cuts and bruises from general handling of equipment and materials.
COVID-19 has been identified as a risk to customers & first aiders, reflected in the Covid Risk Assessment. 

	Persons at risk

	DFAM employs 11 staff with numbers increasing on auction days to 28. Customer numbers can vary on auction days with transient customer flow of approximately 200. 

	Location of/accessibility to emergency personnel

	The facility has the use of office and mobile phones to call the emergency services. 

The facility is a single storey building, with good internal corridors to all areas.  Outside, good vehicle access is maintained across the operational days for the constant flow of auction customers and animals. 

 The facility is located within 30 mins of two emergency hospitals. 

	Hours of work

	Monday – Sale Day – 05.00 – 19.00 
Tuesday – Office Day – 08.00- 17.00

Wednesday – Office Day- 08.00-17.00

Thursday - Sale Day -04.30-20.00

Friday -Office Day -09.00-16.00. 

The facility is closed on weekends at the moment, however from May 17th the café will be open at weekends. 




	First aid equipment 

	The site has four first aid kits located in the office, kitchen, and the pennage area. Each Rental Unit should provide their own First Aid Kit.
A defibrillator is due for purchase and will be stored in the main office.

	First aid personnel

	DFAM has 7 staff trained in first aid. First aid kits are in the office, kitchen, and animal pennage area. 

COVID-19 Measures - first aiders have been issued guidance on how to approach first aid incidents during the COVID-19 pandemic. First aiders have also been provided with the necessary protective equipment such as gloves, aprons, and face shields to use as and when required. 

	Mental health first aid personnel

	This subject is covered in the staff induction. Support information for staff and customers on mental health is displayed within the facility. 

	Records of treatment

	When a first aider is called, the first aider will provide treatment and fill in an accident report form. The accident report form must be forwarded to the office. The records are kept in an office which is locked when no one is present. Incidents will be reasonably investigated to aid future prevention and for learning points to be gained. Following investigation, records will be held for 3 years. 
(Records involving children are recommended to be held for 3 years beyond the child’s 18th birthday.)

	Further action required

	No further action required at this time.



Subject to the above action and the described arrangements remaining in place, we have evaluated that we have sufficient first aid facilities and personnel.

This document is to be retained for at least three years.
